Biography

Nancie Monestime was born Nancie Michel on November 7, 1959, to her
mother Philoméne, and her father Granville Michel, who passed away on
Monday, April 15, 2024, at the University of Miami Hospital. Originally from
Milot, where she spent a good part of her childhood, Nancie began her studies
with the Sisters of Saite Croix in Milot, her hometown, until she obtained her
primary school diploma. She moved from Milot to Cap-Haitien to continue her
high school education.

At the end of her high school education, Nancie married Gérard, who was to
follow her shortly after. They met in Miami and there decided to travel together
until the day Nancie gave up her soul to God while she was still receiving
medical care at the hospital where she practiced nursing on April 15, 2024.
The couple, Gérard and Nancie, have been on the road together for fifty
years. During this time, they were blessed with four children: three boys, and
one girl. These four are well-known in two important Haitian communities in
Miami, Notre Dame d’Haiti and Holy Family.

These children are bearers of Haitian social, human, religious, and cultural
values that Gérard and Nancie have not ceased to inculcate throughout their
human development until the last days of Nancie’s life. Bearers of family
values, they all took time off from work to be closer to their mother when they



all learned that “manman has lost her physical strength.”

We give thanks to God for allowing the children, accompanied by their Father,
to be together to welcome in serenity the moment of departure of their dear
mother and wife. May the peace received by Nancie bring comfort and
consolation to her children, her husband, her brothers and sisters, her mother
whom she never has to accompany, and her many relatives and friends who
mourn the departure of this woman full of life, enthusiasm, love and faith who
allowed her to serve unceasingly the members of her family and the many
members of the Christian communities of Miami and Haiti.
